Crown Activity 
The purpose of this is to give the girls a tangible and fun reminder of the 3 
jewels that are in their crown as daughters of the King of Kings. 

You will need: 

! Crown:  Have materials to create individual crowns – whether out of 
foam or construction paper (See templates on disk or item from Oriental 
Trading Company) 

! Jewels:  Have the materials so that the girls can have 3, main, large, 
jewels on the crown.  (maybe even letters/initials so they can label 
each of these main jewels:  beauty, strength, wisdom) 

! Decorations:  The Oriental Trading item comes with foam shapes.  
But you could also have glitter glue, stick on gems, etc. for decorating 
their crowns beyond the 3 main jewels. 

Plan time, if possible, so that any glue or glitter on the crowns has time to 
“dry” before the end of the “day” when they will be taken home.
